MEDIA PARKING: There is no designated parking area for media for this event though there are numerous 
parking opƟ ons within short walking distance of the stadium.

MEDIA WILL-CALL/ENTRANCE: Approved credenƟ al requests will be available for pickup at media will-call 
at Lucas Oil Stadium on either game day. Media will-call will be located inside the northwest entrance to the 
stadium nearest the corner of Missouri and South streets. CredenƟ als may be claimed beginning at 1 pm ET 
on Friday and 9:30 am ET on Saturday. Please have idenƟ fi caƟ on available and be prepared to have bags and 
equipment checked by security offi  cials. From that locaƟ on, you may take the adjacent elevators to the press 
box or fi eld level.

SEAT ASSIGNMENTS: Except where permanent lines have been installed for those that have ordered them, 
an open seaƟ ng policy will be used in the press box. Specifi c booth/seaƟ ng assignments for television, radio 
and internet broadcasters will be posted in the press box.

TEAM BENCH AREA: All credenƟ aled media will have access to the fi eld level. However, we solicit 
cooperaƟ on in keeping the sidelines as clean as possible during the games. The defi ned team bench area 
between the 30-yard lines is a restricted area for the teams only. Your cooperaƟ on is appreciated. During 
the games, all media personnel must observe the fi eld markings and work behind the white-painted area 
that is approximately two yards wide around the perimeter of the fi eld on the sides and in the end zones. 
Photographers may work from the end zone to the 30-yard-line at each end of the fi eld from either sideline.

LIVE TELEVISION CUT-INS: Spot news reports showing live game acƟ on are prohibited. Stand-up reports for 
newscasts are permiƩ ed from inside the stadium provided that no live acƟ on is shown. 

POST-GAME GUIDELINES: Due to contractual obligaƟ ons, the IHSAA Television and 
Radio network personnel will have priority in conducƟ ng interviews with coaches 
and players on the fi eld immediately following each game. If Ɵ me permits before 
the awards ceremony, addiƟ onal interviews may be conducted with the assistance 
of IHSAA media stewards. Otherwise, all interviews will be conducted off  the fi eld 
following the awards ceremony and team photograph session.  We solicit your 
conƟ nued cooperaƟ on with this policy in order to conƟ nue on-the-fi eld post-game 
access in the future.

• Ranked #1 in both Associated Press and State Coaches polls.

• LafayeƩ e Central Catholic playing for third consecuƟ ve Class A 
state championship (fi Ō h overall) and would become second Class 
A school to do so (Sheridan 2005, 2006, 2007).

• Would become fi rst shool to fi nish three consecuƟ ve undefeated 
seasons since the state tournament began in 1973.

• Currently Ɵ ed for second place in Indiana history with 44 
consecuƟ ve victories. A win on Friday would move it all alone 
into second place in Indiana history. Team’s last loss was a 34-28 
setback to Sheridan in the secƟ onal semifi nals on Oct. 31, 2008.

Fishers was new to the Class 5A state championship game, but 
the Tigers played like a seasoned unit in their 38-19 victory over 
Lawrence Central.

Fishers, ranked No. 9 in both the Associated Press and Coaches 
polls, captured its fi rst state Ɵ tle in only the fi Ō h year of its foot-
ball program. Coach Rick Wimmer’s Tigers, 14-1, defeated four top 
10-ranked opponents in their march through the postseason.  Wim-
mer, who coached Zionsville to the 1987 Class 3A Ɵ tle, joined Dick 
Dullaghan, Mo Moriarity and John Hart as the only coaches to win 
state championships at two schools.

Fishers defensive lineman Taylor Halstead enjoyed a huge night, 
recovering a fumble that led to a touchdown and making 7 ½ tackles 
and four sacks. Tigers quarterback Koby Orris completed 12 of 22 
passes for 191 and four touchdowns. Dakota Slaughter caught six 
passes for 90 yards and a touchdown.

Coach Jayson West’s Lawrence Central team, ranked sixth by the 
Associated Press and eighth in the Coaches poll, also was playing 
in its fi rst football state championship game. The Bears, who upset 
top-ranked and defending state champion Warren Central in their 
secƟ onal opener, went on to garner their fi rst secƟ onal Ɵ tle in 13 
years. They fi nished 13-2.

Lawrence Central quarterback Tre Roberson rushed for a net 74 
yards and passed for 198 on 15-of-23 with one touchdown and one 
intercepƟ on. Roberson’s electrifying, 41-yard touchdown run early in 
the third quarter pulled the Bears within 17-13 before Fishers took 
control.

John Rice caught eight passes for 121 yards and 
a score, and Reece Horn had six recepƟ ons for 122 yards and a TD. 
Gino Gillum led Irish rushers with 85 yards and a TD on 19 carries.

Coach Chris Svarczkopf’s Bishop Dwenger team, playing in the fi nal 
game for the second Ɵ me in three seasons, fell short in its bid for a 
fourth state Ɵ tle. The second-ranked Saints fi nished 13-1.

Reymound Wright led the Saints’ off ense with 143 yards and a 
touchdown on 14 rushing aƩ empts. Jalen West totaled 108 rushing 
yards, 80 coming on a touchdown run in the third quarter.

A formidable running game, powered by Ryan Kleinschmidt, car-
ried Indianapolis Bishop Chatard to a 28-14 victory over South Bend 
St. Joseph’s in the Class 3A state championship game and elevated 
the Trojans to an unprecedented posiƟ on in the IHSAA record book.

Bishop Chatard became the fi rst school to win 10 Indiana football 
championships. Coach Vince Lorenzano, who made his seventh fi nals 
appearance, has led the Trojans to their last four Ɵ tles. Bishop Cha-
tard fi nished the season with 10 straight wins aŌ er a 1-4 start and 
outscored its six postseason opponents by a 230-59 margin.

Kleinschmidt rushed for 247 yards on 41 carries. His aƩ empts set 
a new Class 3A game record and his yardage Ɵ ed a record. Klein-
schmidt and Bishop Chatard’s sturdy off ensive line set the tone on 
the opening drive as the junior running back rushed for 52 yards and 
a touchdown on seven aƩ empts.

Bishop Chatard, ranked No. 3 in the state coaches poll and No. 
4 by the Associated Press, turned to its passing game to pull away 
in the fourth quarter. Quarterback Stephen DeSchryver completed 
three of four passes for 70 yards and a touchdown to give the Tro-
jans a 14-point lead with 6:28 leŌ . DeSchryver was 9-of-13 for 115 
yards in the game.

Coach Ben Downey’s unranked St. Joseph’s team fi nished 9-6 aŌ er 
starƟ ng the year 0-3. Senior quarterback Max MaƩ hews passed for 
191 yards on 15-of-21 with two intercepƟ ons and also rushed for 71 
yards on 17 carries.

Bishop Luers scored three second half touchdowns to blow open a 
close game and won a record-tying ninth state championship with its 
26-14 decision over North Putnam at Lucas Oil Stadium.

It was the second consecuƟ ve year the Knights (14-1) reeled in the 
Class 2A state Ɵ tle and Ɵ ed them with Indianapolis Bishop Chatard 
and Sheridan for most in state history. Chatard plays in the 3A cham-
pionship game on Saturday.

With Luers leading 7-0 at halŌ ime, Michael Rogers fi nished off  the 
opening drive of the second half with a three yard run and Deangelo 
Fincher later scored on an 11-yard carry with 1:24 leŌ  in the quarter 
to extend the Knights’ lead to 20-0.

North Putnam (14-1) got on the board early in the fourth on Travis 
Franklin’s 13 yard run capping a 10 play drive to make it 20-7. Three 
plays into Luers’ next possession, North Putnam’s Caleb Vondersaar 
picked off  his state fi nals record-tying third intercepƟ on of the game 
at the Cougars’ 43 yard line. North Putnam gave it right back though 
on the next play as the Cougars fumbled the handoff  and Luers’ 
EvereƩ  Green scooped it up and ran it back for a 39 yard touchdown 
killing the North Putnam momentum. The two point aƩ empt failed 
and Luers owned a 26-7 lead with 7:35 leŌ .

The Cougars’ Hank Spencer later blocked a Luers punt at its own 
16 and Travis KaƩ  recovered it in the endzone to cut the lead to 26-
14 with 2:43 leŌ .

Bishop Luers had set up its fi rst score of the game when Kendrick 
Mullen intercepted a North Putnam pass with 5:58 before halŌ ime 
and returned it to the Cougars 22 yard line. Five plays later, older 
brother Kenny Mullen carried seven yards for the score and the kick 
made it 7-0.

Vondersaar’s three intercepƟ ons set a 2A state championship 
game record and Ɵ ed the state fi nals record set by Wes Kendall of 
Zionsville in the 1996 3A championship game.

The state championship also marked the eighth for Luers coach 
MaƩ  Lindsay tying him with Dick Dullaghan for second-most in state 
history.

North Putnam, coached by Greg BarreƩ , was playing in its fi rst 
state championship game in any sport.

The Knights led only 7-6 at halŌ ime but used an intercepƟ on by 
AusƟ n Mitchell and a fumble recovery by Cody Christopher to set up 
second-half touchdowns. The Knights amassed 204 rushing yards in 
the game, led by Danny Anthrop’s 93 on six carries. 

Coach Rick Malone’s Fountain Central team, ranked No. 4 in the 
Associated Press poll and No. 6 in the State Coaches poll, fi nished 
its season at 13-2. The Mustangs, champions of the Wabash River 
Conference, were playing in their fourth Ɵ tle game and seeking 
their second state championship. They lost 52-0 to LafayeƩ e Central 
Catholic in last year’s state fi nal.

Andrew Mitchell gained 59 rushing yards for the Mustangs, who 
totaled 136 on the ground. Mitchell also passed for 56 yards on four 
compleƟ ons in eight aƩ empts.
