
2001-02 IHSAA Girls Golf State Tournament Series 
 
 
State Finals Summary 
 
Western Ends Martinsville Title Run; Captures First State Championship In Any Sport 
Top-ranked Western proved its ranking and ended Martinsville’s six-year title streak with a 16-stroke victory in the 29th Annual 
IHSAA Girls Golf State Finals on September 28-29, 2001 at The Legends of Indiana Golf Course in Franklin. 
 
Up 10 strokes after the first round, Western had three players below 80 in the second round to stretch its margin while finishing 
at 629. Western’s team score was the third lowest in tournament history and the best aggregate total in the two years the 
tournament has been conducted at The Legends of Indiana. Martinsville set the tournament record with a 623 total in 1997 at 
Prestwick Country Club in Avon.  
 
The title was the first for Western in any IHSAA sport. The Panthers, who did not have a senior in the lineup, were coached by 
Steve Hoppes.  
 
Junior Lynnsey Showers led Western with a 73-77-150, which was good for a third-place tie in the medalist race. Junior Kylene 
Pulley shot 76-82-158, and classmate Kelly Maden an 85-77-162. Completing Western’s balanced championship run were 
freshmen Amber Lindgren at 81-79-160 and Lauren Showers at 84-83-167. 
 
Martinsville, which shot a team score of 645, finished first or second for the 11th straight year. The Artesians were led by senior 
Carmen Bodine at 79-76-155. 
 
Noblesville took third at 658, with Zionsville fourth at 659 and Center Grove fifth at 667. 
 
Caroline Haase, a junior at Culver Academy, captured the individual championship with an even-par 72 that gave her a two-day 
total of one-over-par-145. Haase opened the day with six pars and finished the front nine in 37. She moved back to even with a 
birdie four on No. 10, and finished the round with one more birdie at No. 14 to offset a bogey at No. 12. 
 
Haase, the state runner-up in 2000, was followed by junior Katie Tewell of Center Grove at 149. Junior Amber Kuss of Oregon-
Davis, senior Elly Leonard of Zionsville and junior Lynnsey Showers of Western tied for third at 150. 
 
Haase’s winning 36-hole score ranks in a tie for fifth all-time in the IHSAA Girls Golf State Finals. Leigh Ann Hardin of 
Martinsville set the record of 139 in 1999 at Prestwick. 
 
Elly Leonard, a senior at Zionsville High School, was named the 2001 recipient of the IHSAA Mental Attitude Award in girls golf. 
Farm Bureau Insurance, corporate partner of the IHSAA, presented a $1,000 scholarship in Leonard’s name to Zionsville High 
School. 
 
A total of 250 schools and 1,739 golfers entered the tournament at the sectional level.
