• Snider playing in boys basketball state finals for
first time after winning first regional and semi-state
championships this season.

• Team has won 20 straight games dating back to
lone loss of the year, a 66-57 setback on Dec. 27
to 2A state finalist and conference rival Fort Wayne
Bishop Luers. The two teams split their two
meetings this year with Snider claiming a 66-56
win on Jan. 13.

• Saturday’s game against top-ranked Bloomington
South will be third consecutive meeting with a top
10 team; beat No. 9 Marion for the regional crown
and No. 8 Munster at semi-state.

• Jonathan Sims led four Panthers in double figures
with 17 points in Saturday’s semi-state and
withstood a furious fourth quarter rally by Munster
which trimmed a 13-point lead down to four on two
occasions.

• Panthers rate 17th in state in margin of victory
(15.1) and 22nd in points per game (69.1).

• Coach Ray Sims was an assistant coach at
Marion for 12 years (1977-89) and helped develop
James Blackmon as a player, now the coach of 2A
finalist Bishop Luers.

• Bloomington South playing in boys state finals for
first time since 1960 and seeking school’s first
basketball championship since 1919; school’s last
state title came in 1998 in 5A football when Rex
Grossman quarterbacked the Panthers.

• With a victory on Saturday, Panthers would
become the 11th/12th school to finish as
undefeated state champion (3A Princeton also
currrently undefeated).

• Saturday’s game against No. 6 Snider will be the
second top 10 team South has faced in state
tournament; top-ranked Panthers defeated No. 2
New Albany, 61-50, in regional semifinals.

• Panthers lead the state in margin of victory (24.2)
and fourth in points per game (74.4).

• Panthers tied for second in state with .839 winning
percentage (86-13) over the last four seasons.

• Bloomington South coach J.R. Holmes ranks fifth
in all-time victories among active coaches in state
history with 605-287 record over 39 years; he is
462-169 in 27 years at South.

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Arthur L. Trester Mental Attitude Award Recipients

At the state finals, members of the IHSAA Executive Committee present the Trester Award to the outstanding senior participant in each
classification of the boys’ basketball state finals. The recipients of this award, who were nominated by their principals and coaches, must excel in
mental attitude, scholarship, leadership and athletic ability in basketball. Farm Bureau Insurance, IHSAA corporate partner, presents a $1,000
scholarship to each school in the name of the recipient.

From 1917 to 1943 the award was known as “The Gimbel Medal for Mental Attitude” in honor of Mr. Jake Gimbel of Vincennes, who awarded
the medal each of those years until his passing prior to the 1943 tournament. In 1944, the award became known as the “IHSAA Medal for Mental
Attitude”.  In 1945, the IHSAA board officially named the award “The Arthur L. Trester Medal for Mental Attitude” in honor of the man who served
as first commissioner of the Association from 1929 to 1944.

Recipients were given a medal each year from 1945 through 1964, hence “The Arthur L. Trester Medal for Mental Attitude.” Since 1965, the
award has been made in the form of a plaque with a copy of the original medal incorporated on the face of the plaque, hence “The Arthur L.
Trester Award for Mental Attitude.”
