Two hundred twenty-four wrestlers in all, 16 in each of the 14 weight classes, will begin 
fi rst round compeঞ ঞ on on Friday at 6 pm ET / 5 pm CT. First-round winners will return to 
wrestle on Saturday with quarterfi nal acঞ on beginning at 9:30 am ET / 8:30 am CT and 
semifi nal matches to follow a[ er all weight classes have concluded. Consolaঞ on bouts 
begin at 5 pm ET and championship matches under the spotlight are scheduled for 7:30 
pm ET.

Team scoring will begin with Friday night’s preliminary matches. Scoring will go to eight 
places and, addiঞ onally, two (2) advancement points will be awarded per match for 
a championship bracket victory while one (1) point is earned for advancement in the 
consolaঞ on bracket.

Finally, points will be awarded to the top eight place-winners: 1st place: 16 points; 2nd

place: 12 points; 3rd place: 9 points; 4th place: 7 points; 5th place: 5 points; 6th place: 3 
points; 7th place: 2 points; 8th place: 1 point.

 Eight defending or former state champions are part of this year’s fi eld led by seniors 
Brayden Curঞ s (126) of Yorktown and Asa Garcia (132) of Avon. 

Both will be looking to complete a third state 
championship season. Curঞ s is 34-1 on 
the year a[ er two consecuঞ ve undefeated 
seasons (40-0 at 113 in 2018 and 43-0 at 
106 in 2017). Garcia is 42-1 this season 
having won last year’s 126 pound weight 
class going 39-4 and the 106 pound bracket 
as a freshman in 2016 when he fi nished 
36-6. 

Other returning champs include Portage’s 
Jacob Moran (113), Jimtown’s Hunter 
Wa� s (126), Roncalli’s Alec Viduya (132), 
Columbus East’s Cayden Rooks (138), 
Indianapolis Cathedral’s Jordan Slivka (160) 
and Columbus East’s Nick South (170). 

 Defending State Champion
Indianapolis Cathedral is the defending 
state champion a[ er winning the school’s 
second wrestling crown last year. The 
second-ranked Fighঞ ng Irish are coached 
by Sean McGinley and boast four semi-state 
champions of their fi ve parঞ cipants this 
weekend.

 One hundred four (109) schools 
will be represented at this weekend’s 
state fi nals with Brownsburg and 
Evansville Mater Dei leading the way 
with nine qualifi ers each followed by 
Avon with seven. Defending state 
champion Indianapolis Cathedral 
and Roncalli led the state with four 
semi-state champions with Avon, 
Jimtown and Mater Dei tallying three 
each. A total of 305 schools and 5,093 
were entered into this year’s state 
tournament at the secঞ onal level.
